* Unpaired t-tests used to evaluate differences
in participant’s responses




m Results

e 2 sessions, approximately 90 and 50
participants for the first and second
session

— 149 responses for pre-webinar survey
— 127 responses for post-webinar survey




m Results

* 51.7% have been a practicing pharmacist

for at least 15 years

* 87.9% practice in a community setting

(chain & independent)

* 64.2% are from the Greater Vancouver

region




m Results

88.2% agreed or strongly agreed that the webinar met their

expectatlons

* 94.5% agreed or strongly agreed the webinar met the learning

objectives

* 83.5% agreed or strongly agreed the webinar was a valuable

use of their time

 72.4% agreed or strongly agreed the presented information is

new

 95.2% agreed or strongly agreed they are feel more confident

when addressing their patients’ PPl concerns.
